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I carefully chose my topic after searching through a number of websites with NHD
project ideas for 2020. I knew that I wanted to do something with the environment or with the
sciences because I am very interested in the two fields. I specifically chose Earth Day and
Gaylord Nelson because I believe that Earth Day has had a tremendous impact on the
environment. I personally wanted to learn more about Gaylord Nelson and what inspired him to
accomplish such great things. Many people I spoke to about the topic were unsure who had
founded Earth Day and I believe that it is not only important to learn about the day itself but also

the man who created it and what caused him to do so.

I conducted my research by using databases and searching on the internet as well as
conducting a few interviews. I felt that it was important to not only use online sources but to also
do some primary research and speak to some people who knew a lot about the topic.
